
1. Probably Southern Bwa (Burkina Faso)
2. Rectangular Mouth section (Rooster mask).
3. Similar treatment of teeth (see horizontal 

indentation at edges).
4. Color scheme of Black around edges of nose and 

top of nose found.
5. Small indentation at flare of nose.
6. Horns squared/angular at head versus the 

rounded treatment in the Dogon Dyodyomini.
7. Typical Bwa 'X' pattern near top.
8. Top similar to old Bwa Hombo (Rooster) mask 

along with separate beak addition.
9. Paired holes for holding of raffia found at back of 

mask.
10. Unusual use of leather wrapped and dried to 

support protruding head and beak.
11. Mask fits very well  -  lightweight, easy to carry, 

hold and has excellent visibility. 
12.  Edges not sufficiently worn indicates not much 

wear and tear evident however clearly an old 
mask possibly from the '60s -'80s.
